The charge for personal use items will vary from year level to year level and includes stationery 
items, workbooks, calculator, etc.  Some of the listed items can be retained from this year.  
Payment for these must be made when placing the Student Requirement List order. 
 
5. OTHER SERVICES 
These are provided by the school but not directly part of the education program.  They may 
include school uniforms, school, class and graduation photographs etc.  Payment for these 
must be made when items are purchased.
